Teacher assessment was used at the start of the term to help identify gaps and this information, along with relevant evidence and research, has supported us in planning appropriate interventions and priorities for the Catch up Funding. These include:
· Ensuring all pupils have access to high quality teaching
· Children have access to high quality texts and reading has a high focus within the curriculum
· Children’s wellbeing is supported through emotional literacy support
· Effective interventions are in place to help close the gap and support all children in getting back on track to achieve their potential as it was before the COVID disruption.
· Reduce the attainment gap between disadvantaged pupils and their peers.

	EEF Preparing for literacy:
Develop children’s reading through a balanced approach

Due to lack of access to appropriately targeted books during lockdown, pupils need to catch up with regards to their reading, application of phonics and fluency. More pupils are needing to access books at earlier levels to catch up (including some in LKS2) meaning that investment is needed in ensuring we have the right books available to meet the needs of the pupils so that they can catch up.
COVID restrictions also mean that books cannot be shared as easily which has also had an impact on the availability of appropriately levelled books for pupils.
